Stander Guidelines for STUDENT
2008-09 school year
1. Please do NOT stand Student if student has any contraindications to standing that day (such as unusual fatigue, seizure activity, etc.)

2. Please do NOT give Student food or drink when in the stander (choking hazard)

3. Please DO read and follow the school nurse’s protocol regarding seizures when in the stander. ASK THE NURSE IF YOU HAVE ANY QUESTIONS ABOUT THE PROTOCOL!

4. Please DO be sure stander is locked (all 4 casters) and pushed against the wall (so even if the stander were to be pushed, it would be stopped by the wall) and that you have hand tightened all knobs each time you’re going to use the stander.

5. ALWAYS use the pelvic belt. 

6. Please DO fill out the STANDER CHART whenever Student stands (and when student doesn’t stand, so we have a record of why student didn’t stand that day)

7. Please DO ALWAYS assign an adult to monitor Student when standing. Student should not be left standing unless an adult is there to monitor seizure activity and response to student at all times! 

8. The stander is NOT intended for mobility; that is, it’s not designed to be pushed over door thresholds, etc. (possible tipping)
9. Please DO provide the PT with feedback at ANY time if you have any questions or concerns regarding standing. Do NOT stand Student any day that you’re unsure whether or not you should. Be conservative with this. 
10. At first, Student will stand for _____ minutes. If student stands for ____minutes without any complaints or any ill effects for ____days, we can increase the time by ____ minutes. Continue to increase standing time by _____ minutes every ____days student is standing for ____ minutes.
